HB 2001 Sidewalk Infill on Arterials 

DRAFT Potential Prioritization/Selection Criteria:

· Located in a neighborhood where there is a lack of sidewalks on arterials and local streets (areas previously annexed from the Counties).

· Designated a City Walkway or Pedestrian District in the Transportation System Plan (TSP).

· Designated a Major Traffic Street or Collector in the TSP.

· Has existing transit service, or provides key access route to a Frequent Service busline or High Capacity Transit station.

· Identified as a Safe Route to School route by PBOT.

· Identified as a SW Urban Trail routed along an arterial street segment.

· Identified as a System Improvement Project in the TSP.

· Provides access to 2040 Centers, schools, commercial areas, services, medium to high density housing or other important destinations.

· Serves transportation disadvantaged populations.

· Closes gaps or removes barriers along a route that has intermittent or mostly complete sidewalks. 

· Stormwater drainage is provided or can be accommodated in the public right-of-way.

· Existing public right-of-way is available, property owners are willing to donate it, or adequate right-of-way can be acquired in a timely manner. 

· Supported by the Neighborhood and District Coalition. Examples:

· Identified as a priority by the District Coalition or recent planning process such as the East Portland Action Plan.

· Petition of Support signed by the majority of the residents, businesses and property owners along a candidate arterial street.

· Other funds can be leveraged to stretch the funds farther. Examples:

· BES Green Streets, Ditches to Swales or UIC Compliance project funds and partnership.

· Bicycle infrastructure funds for the same street segment.

· Property owner supported Local Improvement District (LID) or possibly a HALO LID.

Caveat:  To build some projects in the first fiscal year, the first round of projects will require additional criteria: 

· Simple design and construction.

· No LID.

· No need for design of significant retaining walls or structures.

· No need for right-of-way acquisition. Temporary construction easements or voluntary dedications may be feasible.
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
